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Cuts now will risk a ‘double dip’ recession

· 1 in 3 jobs in Sheffield are in the public sector, with many more private sector jobs dependent on public sector spending. 
· Private sector as well as public sector jobs rely heavily on public spending.  Many of the cuts are a ‘false economy’ since they’ll undermine growth and risk tipping the economy back into recession, it is already estimated that these cuts will take at least £500,000,000 of spend out of the private sector in South Yorkshire alone.  Society will pay a very high price if deep spending cuts are made at this time.

The coalition government is breaking its promises that the cuts will be fair
· The budget earlier this summer was highly unfair – the Institute for Fiscal Studies reported that the budget was highly regressive, with the poor and vulnerable suffering the most.
· The levels of spending cuts proposed will see inequality increase, whilst those who should pay are being let off the hook.
The cuts are ideological – many in the coalition were intent on butchering public services and they are now using the deficit and the lib-dems as cover to do this.
· Right wing politicians and think tanks called for cuts when the economy was booming.  Their agenda is driven by ideology rather than economic reality.
The government says cuts are the only way to reduce the deficit.  They are not…and there is an alternative.

· £125 billion in taxation goes uncollected or unpaid every year

· A financial transactions (Robin Hood) tax would raise a further £20 billion each year

· Job creation would mean more people in work to pay taxes and spend money in the local economy.  Job cuts will mean higher unemployment and social security bills, with less spent in the local economy.

The Comprehensive Spending Review will deliver a massive £80 billion of cuts, devastating public services and local economies.  Unemployment will rocket, with the risk of a “lost” generation of youth with no jobs available for them.
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
